Minutes of Sheep Committee Meeting
September 14, 2011

Next year’s weigh-in is on Saturday, May 12 from 10:00 a.m. – 2:00 p.m. at Heartland Coop Feed Mill in Greenwood.  There were problems getting members to bring their COOL forms at that time.  We will stress what they are and why they are important in the April and May newsletters.  We will have them available at the time of the sheep educational session.

Kevin Lindow is looking into the usage of a digital scale for the final weigh-in to be used at the fair.  It could be placed in or near the sheep barn.  We would weigh-in any time form 12:00 – 2:00 p.m.

Discussion on using ultra sound or carcass show was quite lengthy.  We finally decided to have a carcass show for the top 20 lambs.

There will be a Selecting and Feeding Clinic on April 10 at the Loyal High School at 7:30 p.m. if the dates work out for the school and the presenter.  Tom Meyer will work on securing the speaker and Kevin Lindow will take care of bringing the lambs.  The Lamb and Swine Prospect Show will be dropped for next year.  The Shepherds Clinic held in March at the Clark County Fairgrounds will be held and will count at 2 points.

Discussion on rule #16 of the general rules was discussed.  It was decided that the Executive Committee will check which species of animal placed higher and select that animal for the sale if the exhibitor has not let the committee know after being “Blue Slipped” and the two hour deadline has not been met.

Discussion on rule #22.  It was decided that ALL animals need to START at .05 above market price.  If an animal does not receive a bid or the final bid is under market price the animal will remain the property of the exhibitor.  Committee felt that ALL youth should the same attention / build up at the sale during their animal’s selling.

Was decided that we need to get a judge for the “live show” that is high on breed standards since we do not ask for purebred papers to determine our breeds.

We will again have Class 1, Lot 1 “Wool Outfit” but no Lot 2 for the coming year.  We will have this at the beginning of the sheep show so members can get ready and hopefully speed up the show.

Discussion on poor or conflicting microphone problems during the hog and sheep show.  Microphone in the sheep barn was turned off during the hog show.  We were not aware that the sheep exhibitors could not hear the calling of the classes.

Discussion on “Carcass Show: times.  Thirty minutes is not enough time for presentations.  We would like to go to 6:30 p.m., 7:15 p.m., and 8:00 p.m. times.

Discussion on “Awards Banquet”.  We feel it needs to be held later in the evening but sill before school starts.  Do we need a full meal or a light meal?  Do we need to cater the meal if full and charge those who want to partake?  Those who don’t could just show up for the program.  The meal (whatever type) needs to be renamed to “Awards Program.”

It was decided to have coffee at the fall meeting in 2010.  This was not done!

Terry Sischo was elected to be next year’s sheep chairperson.
