The Fall Dairy Committee meeting was called to order by Chairman Virgil Esselman at 7:35 p.m.  Agenda was reviewed and items added under any other business were ‘Dairy Records’ and ‘Herdsmanship’.  Agenda was approved with additions.  Deb Ortner was elected Chairman.  Review of Spring Meeting minutes showed a discrepancy regarding Showmanship class break downs.  Jeff Pinter moved to correct minutes to have showmanship “be by each grade and not by combined grades”.  Virgil Esselman seconded the motion and motion carried.  Motion to reflect top showman from each class to move on the Supreme Showman, except for 11th and up class, which would move 2 top showmen with 1 additional showman if class has over 10 exhibitors.  Richard Meyer seconded the motion. Motion carried.  Jeff Pinter moved to approve the corrected minutes.  Richard Meyer seconded and motion carried. 

Dairy Judging 

Scott Pralle coached the Clark County 4-H Dairy Judging team.  The junior team did quite well placing 2nd as a team at District and went on to State.  Two juniors placed in the top 10.  The senior team placed 11th or 12th.  Coach felt there was good attendance at practices and it was a successful year for the team.

State Fair

Pam and Scott Pralle were chaperones for the State Fair dairy group.  The Clark County dairy group placed 3rd (Blue) in Large Herd Herdsmanship out of 24 large herd clubs.  Scott Bahr provided trucking to State Fair.  No report from State Fair exhibitors.

State Fair selection day at Joe and Deb Ortners’ went well.  Quota is 27 animals.  Committee did score youth for selection.  It was suggested to require a point system similar to the Livestock project.  Managerial projects were briefly discussed.  Rich Meyer moved to drop point system.  No seconded, motion failed.

County Fair 2011

Some people felt the 2010 protein judge was rude and inappropriate for youth, although his judging was acceptable.  A list of judges for 2011 fair is: Lynn Harbough, Carla Steltzer, Jennifer Clark, Jim Powers, Tom Huibregtse, and Larry Tange.

Rich Meyer moved to have two grades show together for showmanship, with two showmen moving on to the Supreme Showmanship Contest and the 11th grade and up would have three showman move onto the Showmanship Contest if more than 10 exhibitors are in that class.  Motion seconded by Dean Schmelzer and motion carried.  Dean Schmelzer moved to have only one judge for Supreme Showmanship.  Motion seconded by Matt Welsh and motion carried.

Virgil Esselman moved to have show order start with cow classes, then 3rd & 4th showmanship, 5th & 6th showmanship, heifer classes then remaining showmanship classes.  Rich Meyer seconded and motion passed.

Brief discussion on premiums of grade and purebred shows.  It was felt that the extra money donors paid was not worth the effort and postage of the thank you’s that had to be sent.  Deb Krultz will work with UW-Extension Office to provide a better program for the 4-H dairy show.  Ring maintenance needs to have a shovel and wheelbarrow provided for the dairy show; also a speaker check needs to be done in the barns for dairy show.  Show order for the 4-H Dairy Show needs to be taken down before the Open Dairy Show.

FFA Chapters were not happy about lack of communication regarding the single day show.  It was mentioned that FFA Advisors do get the 4-H newsletters and FFA members do have the option of receiving the newsletters. 

Concerns of having only one dairy show and having that show on Friday were addressed.  Our show numbers dropping from 400 head to less than 200 head.  It was felt that one day of showing was adequate and opened up Saturday for new youth events.  Concerns of Open Show in junior barn should be addressed to the Fair Board.

The problem with the Milking Parlor was discussed.  No one has heard from Dairy Services about what happened to the pump.  Joe Ortner volunteered to run the Milking Parlor in 2011.  This will include closing down for washing and keeping the area clean.  Although lime is provided, Joe would like to have shavings for the milking area as well.

Exhibitor Misconduct/Animal Welfare

Pam Pralle moved the following consequences for neglecting care of animals.


1st offense – loss of premiums for failure to show up after 2 hours of notice.


2nd offense – sent home


3rd offense – not welcome to exhibit at Jr. Fair.

Dean Schmelzer seconded motion and motion passed.  Maria Bendixen will take this to the Fair board as a recommendation in general from the Dairy Committee.

Suggestion regarding Herdsmanship is not to judge before 8:00 a.m. and after 8:00 p.m.
Dean Schmeltzer moved and Rich Meyer seconded to keep Grade and Purebred premiums separate for 2011.  Motion carried.

Dairy Records and Financial Records will be on the Spring Agenda.  Other items to be on the Spring Agenda are: location of barn fans; updating electrical supply; location of clipping chutes, and exhibiting under two different clubs and exceeding the total number of cattle shown.

Next meeting to be March 2, 2011 at ADS beginning at 7:30 PM.
Motion to adjourn by Dean Schmeltzer, seconded by Matt Welsh and carried.  Meeting adjourned at 10:40 PM.
