The spring Dairy Committee meeting was called to order at 7:30 p.m. by committee chair Deb Ortner.

Attending were: Sara Gronski, Maria Bendixen, Shelly Kleiman, Joe and Deb Ortner, Pam and Scott Pralle, Virgil Esselman, Jeff Pinter, Rich Meyer, Dean Schmelzer, Wayne Artac, Deb Krultz, Julie Wendler and Melissa Brecke. The minutes of the fall Dairy Committee were read and approved.

Area Animal Science Day – Clark County will host this year’s event on July 1st.  We are seeking volunteers for helpers and cattle.  The State contest will be held at Marshfield on July 18th.

Dairy Judging Update - No dates have been set.  Coach Scott Pralle will have the times and places in the April Newsletter.  We may have trouble fielding a Senior. team as there are conflicts with dates of Interstate Exchange Trip, State Holstein Show, etc.  The Junior team should be able to compete at the Neillsville site.

State Fair-Selection - Quota this year should be around 27 head.  Julie Wendler moved to have a selection committee choose animals/exhibitors for the State Fair.  Joe Ortner seconded and motion passed.  Scott Pralle and Joe Ortner will do the selection.  Exhibitors who wish to be considered for Sate Fair should contact the 4-H Office by May 1, 2011.  Selections will be done before June 1, 2011.  All paperwork (cattle and youth) and required fees should be into the 4-H Office by mid –June.

State Fair – Point System - The point system to aid in State Fair selection will be in the 4-H Newsletter and
e –mailed to the Vo-Ag instructors to pass on to the FFA Exhibitors.

State Fair-Chaperones - We need male and female chaperones for State Fair.

Showing and Fitting Clinic – The Fitting and Showing clinic will be at the Joe Ortner farm on July 9th.  The Junior Holstein group will put together a program and handouts.

County Fair – Fans – Virgil Esselman and Joe Ortner will work with the County Dept. for improvements in fan placement/electrical supply.  It suggested contacting the WI Farm Tech Days committee for funds.

County Fair – Clipping Chutes – No action was taken on clipping chute placement.

County Fair- Supply Tent - A tent will be used for overflow of supplies as limited area will be assigned in the dairy barn.  The committee may allow some storage on the outside side of barn wall.

Fair Book Update - The Fair Board accepted our recommendations from the fall meeting on animal husbandry.  There will be no division between grade and purebred dairy animals in the fair book.  Joe Ortner moved and Scott Pralle seconded to use the same premium rates for all dairy classes (determined by DATCP).  Motion carried.  A line by line Department 1 –Jr. Dairy rules/classes review was held.  Pam Pralle moved to accept all changes as presented.  Joe Ortner seconded and motion carried.  These changes will be reflected in the new Fair Book printing for 2011-2012.

Dairy Records/Financial Records – A record book meeting will be held on April 19, 2011 at 7:30 p.m. in the ADS building in Greenwood.

The fall Dairy Committee meeting will be on September 14, 2011.  Scott Pralle moved and Joe Ortner seconded to adjourn.  Meeting adjourned at 9:25 p.m.
